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Introduction

The monitoring visit of the school took place over one day, by a monitoring team from the
Directorate of Government Schools Reviews (DGS) of the Education and Training Quality
Authority (BQA) to verify the improvements that it enacted according to the overall outcomes
of the first monitoring visit. During the monitoring visit, improvement in students’ performance
is evaluated during the class observation, the learning walk, scrutiny of their written works and
monitoring of general progress.
